Please prepare your manuscript exactly according to the following specifications. The provided “CITERS 2026 Submission Template” already has these styles applied.

1. General Format
· File Type: Microsoft Word (.docx).
· Page Size: A4 or US Letter.
· Margins: 2.54 cm (1 inch) on all sides.
· Font: Times New Roman for all text.
· Spacing: Single-spaced throughout the entire document (title, author block, abstract, body, acknowledgements, references).
· Alignment: All text fully justified, except the title and author block, which are centered.

· Format: 22-pt, Bold, Centered.
· Content: Use a concise and descriptive title.
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· Position: Leave one blank line (10-pt single-spaced) after the title.
· Format: 10-pt, Centered.
· Author Names: List in order. Use superscript lowercase letters (ᵃ, ᵇ) to link authors to their affiliations.
· Corresponding Author: Add an asterisk (*) after their name and provide their email on a separate line below the affiliations (e.g., *email@domain.edu).
· Affiliations: List below author names, each preceded by its corresponding superscript letter.

· Position: Leave one blank line (12-pt single-spaced) after the Authors & Affiliations.
· Abstract Label: Type “Abstract:“ in 12-pt Bold. Begin your abstract text after the colon, in 12-pt regular (non-bold) type.
· Abstract Content: Must not exceed 250 words.
· Keywords Label: On the next line, type “Keywords:“ in Bold. List 4-5 keywords in regular type, separated by commas.

4. Acknowledgements & References
· Position: After the Abstract & Keywords.
· Headings: “Acknowledgements” and “References” as Level 1 headings, in 12-pt Bold.
· Acknowledgements Content: Place sponsor/funding information under the “Acknowledgements” heading.
· References: You must strictly follow the APA Publication Manual (7th Edition). Ensure every in-text citation has a corresponding entry in the reference list and vice-versa.
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
